  WRITING A DEFENSE SPEECH

1. Use your Resolution as a guide.
2. This is a persuasive writing piece, but needs to have something to catch the attention of the listener.

3. Create questions to your resolution that people might be asking and have answers so you can address them in your defense.

4. Find a “catchy” way to get people’s attention.  This might be statistics in a choral reading style , a “dramatic monologue,” a series of questions that relates to your resolution or a story told by a third party.  Anything to “grab” the audience.  
5. Ask yourself, what information did you find appalling about this topic?  Have the listener put themselves in the “shoes” of the other person who will suffer the results of global warming or unequal education opportunities for the girl child.

6. Give Background information:

Describe what the problem is.  

Why it is a problem.  

7. Describe what the UN and/or your country have done in the past to deal with this.

Conventions, protocols, conferences etc.

8.  Give statistics and tell where you got your information (i.e. According to------ and give information)
9. Using your resolution, tell what you want done with specific details including Who, What, When, Where, Why, or How, as well as the impact this resolution could have on the world.

10. End with a plea to accept the resolution and thank them for their consideration.

11. Must require no longer than 3 minutes to read.
